Philosophy:
Accelerated students are expected to take their skills to a higher level by seeking out learning opportunities for independent exploration. This class teaches students the skills they need to be high–level readers, writers, thinkers, and speakers.  On a daily basis students will read, respond to assigned literature, and participate in class discussions.  Students will learn and practice skills and strategies necessary for an accelerated academic path.  
Classroom Expectations:

PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is using someone else’s thoughts, words, works and/or ideas and using and/or claiming them as your own.  Academic penalties and disciplinary action will occur up to and including a ZERO for the assignment.  

This includes but is not limited to:

· Paraphrasing – even if you are rewording the work of someone else, you must give credit to that person for his /her ideas.  Passing off someone else’s ideas as your own is plagiarism.

· Buying or borrowing a paper/project from a person OR online source

· Cutting and pasting from an online source

I know that properly crediting a source usually involves:

· Using quotation marks around the cited material

· Mentioning the source within the text

· Using internal citations which reflects certain bibliographical information (author, page number)

· Including a works citied page

CHEATING

Cheating is a form of misrepresentation and subjects the student to academic penalties and disciplinary action will occur up to and including a ZERO for the assignment for all parties involved.  If you allow someone to use your homework, or let them copy off of your test/quiz, you are also guilty of cheating and will receive the same penalty.
